
Paul Harris was educated in this Wallingford Vermont school house that had been built in 1818 by his 
great-grandfather James Rustin. Paul delivered the Charter Address when the Rotary Club of Wallingford 
was established in 1928 during a meeting held in the True Temper Building. He returned to Wallingford in 
1933 when the little red brick school house was acquired by Rotarians and dedicated as the “Paul P. Harris
